WHO WE ARE:

The Coast Guard Auxiliary is the  civilian, non-military component of the Coast Guard team, created by an act of Congress in 1939.  The Auxiliary directly supports the Coast Guard in all of its missions except military and law enforcement actions.

HOW WE SERVE:

Over 34,000 volunteer Auxiliarists, nationwide, actively patrol our waterways and regularly meet with the recreational boating public at marinas, in classrooms and at selected local business establishments to promote boating safety.

Auxiliarists also serve side-by-side with active duty members of the Coast Guard team at their stations and in times of disaster.

PROMOTING BOATINGSAFETY:

Educating the recreational boater about marine safety is our primary objective.

By enlisting the cooperation of local businesses, the Auxiliarist can offer to place one or more “brochure racks” at the Partner’s business, in a location suitable for the recreational boater to access.

Boating safety brochures and pamphlets are placed in the brochure rack and are available “free” to the boating public.  This information covers most aspects involving safe boating on our waterways. 

Many Partners offer classroom space at their facility.  Not only is the boater learning safe boating procedures but also the proper safety equipment recommended for their size vessel.  Many marine dealerships will recommend free Vessel Safety Checks be conducted on their new & used vessels by the Auxiliary.  Some will sponsor Vessel Safety Checks at their premises to encourage the boating public to bring their vessels to their site for the free vessel safety check.  Often, if the Partner is in the marine business, the boater will purchase the needed equipment from him and recommend this dealer to their boating acquaintances.
